Candidates should send in 
the completed application form, accompanied by an academic curriculum vitae and an outline of the 
proposed paper.

The selected participant will present her/his paper in a panel session (20 minutes in English) and will 
afterwards send in an article to be considered for publication (which will be submitted to careful 
selection).
