In the Spring 2011 semester CRC is offering the following sessions:
Course Innovation Sessions
These sessions intend to explore the cutting edge developments in a particular discipline. The sessions are meant primarily for senior faculty with significant teaching and research experience or for outstanding, research-oriented junior faculty. By discussing recent developments and exploring contemporary debates with the CEU host departments and faculty, participants are expected to revise or update their courses or offer new courses in their particular area of interest. Additional training on course development is also offered by the CRC. These sessions are organized with a strong involvement of CEU departments and are combined with a workshop on the topic of the session.
History

Debatable Problems of Eastern European History - II

Revolutionary Movement and Socialism in Eastern Europe in the

19th- 20th Centuries 

February 7-11, 2011

(deadline for applications: 12th December, 2010)

The Curriculum Resource Centre and the CEU History Department offers academic training for university teachers working in the field of the history of Eastern Europe and the former Soviet Union. The CRC session aims to assist them to revise and develop innovative, academically relevant courses that are non-ideological, comparative and preferably multidisciplinary, combining tools of historical, sociological and anthropological studies. It will foster a consistently critical approach to the present day theories and representations of the topics. Courses should deal with one of the following topics:

· Revolutionary movements in Eastern Europe: social and national, utopian and pragmatic, destructive and constructive aspects, 1848-1918
· The Russian Revolution and its impact on Europe: recent debates
· “Real” socialism in 20th century Eastern Europe: pros and cons 

Note: Applicants are expected to send statements of interest and data about their field of research and teaching interests.

Center for Ethics and Law in Biomedicine (CELAB)
From Trash to Gold? 

Contemporary Ethical Challenges to the Use of Human Tissues and Organs in Biotechnology 

February 21 – February 25,  2011

(deadline for applications: 12th December, 2010)

We invite applications of faculty members or scholars who intend to develop courses on the so-called ELSI (Ethical, Legal and Social Implications) of biobanks, stem cell research or in the field of organ transplantation. The CRC session will address the ethical and legal challenges in connection with these activities. Additionally, the session will explore the problems of how to regulate contemporary biotechnologies, with a special focus on stem cell research and organ transplantation. The intellectual property issues of the stem cell research, the role of the methods of social sciences in the field of legal research, the possibility to reconcile regulation with the legal prohibition of financial gain and the increasingly developing biotechnology market will also be discussed.  

In exploring these questions we will make inquiries into the status of the human tissues and body parts, ethical and wider socio-economic matters regarding the use of cells, tissues, organs of human origin in the field of new technologies. 

Note: applicants are required to send a one page long essay describing the major ethical and legal issues of biotechnology relevant in their countries. 
Environmental Studies

Human Dimension in Assessing Environmental Change

February 28-March 4, 2011

(deadline for applications: 9th January, 2010)

Environmental Change nowadays attracts a lot of attention. We know now how quickly changes may occur in the environment, especially in places like polar regions, mountain areas or flood plains. Besides the affected ecosystems there is always a human dimension to those changes: displaced people, economically affected people, people who cannot continue their traditional occupations because of the changing environment, people suffering from environmental health problems and so on. What is more, the number of environmental catastrophes is increasing (like floods or the most recent example - the red mud spill in Hungary).  The CRC session will address the questions of what approaches we should use in assessing the human dimension of environmental change and how to include this into environmental assessments.

Note: applicants are required to send a one page long essay describing their views on this topic of the session. 

Sociology and Anthropology

Cultural Policies in a Globalized World

March 7-11, 2011

(deadline for applications: 9th January, 2010)

Despite the fact that culture has no prominent place in public policies, it raises central questions for sociologists and political scientists. Cultural public decisions depend heavily on national traditions and also on invented traditions. At present times they also have to deal with the transnational dimensions of commercial culture. After having discussed the ongoing dilemmas of public support for the arts and having presented the very contrasting situation of cultural policies in Europe, the session will assess the public interest in culture by comparing situations and experiences all over Europe. It will also take into account very different forms of cultural policies and the factors that influence their characteristics, such as public or private support, or their combination. The workshop will address issues connected to the goals of cultural policy influenced by the contents and forms that are to be legitimized or promoted (high culture or popular culture, professional achievements or people’s expression). Cultural policies may be played down in difficult economic times, as they seem to be based on a sort of « symbolic surplus » whereas, their promoters insist on the necessary role of culture in social and public life.

Note: applicants are required to send a one page long essay describing their views on one or more of the above mentioned issues. 

Jewish Studies and Gender Studies

Testimonies and Teaching: New Sources and Methodologies for Jewish Studies

March 21-25, 2011

(deadline for applications: 9th January, 2010)
This CRC workshop will be structured around the extensive Visual History Archive of the USC Shoah Foundation, which contains interviews with 52,000 people: http://www.library.ceu.hu/vha.html.  

The CEU Library has recently been given access to this remarkable resource, and the CRC workshop will explore ways in which this database can be useful in designing university courses. Participants will be able to consult with CEU faculty in Jewish Studies and Gender Studies. During the session they will also have the opportunity to use the Visual History Archive. University teachers of history, sociology, anthropology and gender studies are encouraged to apply.

NOTE: applicants are requested to submit an 800-word statement of intention on how they are planning to use the Visual History Archive in their teaching.
Legal Studies

Judicial Independence and Administration

April 11-15, 2011

(deadline for applications: 6th February, 2010)
The CRC session addresses a classical constitutional law subject, with a focus on one of the core institutions. Its purpose is to highlight the complexities in protecting judicial independence, and enhancing efficiency of the judicial organisation. Beside the classical dimensions of separation of powers in terms of judicial review and decisional independence (i.e. from the political branches) and institutional independence, such as protection of salary, tenure and discipline, it also examines the aspect of independence of administration and self-governance. This perspective offers the participants some insights into the judiciary and the courts as organisations. At the level of the judge, this looks at the working autonomy of the judge within the court and the need for courts to reduce backlogs. At the level of the institution, there is a growing trend to monitor and evaluate performance of courts and judges, and with it, an increasing debate on encroachment of judicial independence. Finally, this sessions examines the non-judicial functions of the judge. 

On top this CRC session offers some insights into how develop a research based course, highlighting different use of sources and different problems encountered. 

NOTE: applicants are requested to submit a no more than 800-word essay on a problem in their home country related to the topic of the workshop and specify how they would ensure that quality texts will be available to the students in local and English (or other foreign) language.

Departmental Curriculum Development Sessions

- timing: one week agreed during the Spring term (April -June, 2011)
Deadline for application is 1st February, 2011
Departments that are in the process of revising their existing curricula or are designing new programs (BA or MA) are invited to apply and send a group of their faculty to the Departmental Curriculum Development Session. In addition to the regular CRC trainings (in individual course design and teaching methodology), these sessions would offer workshops in curriculum development, revision and harmonization. Participants will have the opportunity to revise their own individual courses and to coordinate them from the point of view of content, level, approach, learning outcomes, and to jointly design outcomes-based departmental learning grids. In defining the exact content of these sessions we will take into account the specific needs of the applying department. 

Timing of these sessions will be between April-June 2011, exact timeframe and length of sessions will be agreed upon with selected departments. For the sake of a smooth and quick arrangement of the session, departments are requested to propose more than one timeframe. 

Procedure

The group members need to be selected by the sending department. They all should meet the eligibility criteria of CRC, and should fill out an individual application form. Beside the individual application forms a joint group application form should be filled out and sent with all the application materials, possibly in one e-mail/pack, to the CRC

Following the selection of departments the CRC will contact the group leader and start negotiations on funding and the arrangement of the session.

Funding of Departmental Curriculum Development Sessions

CRC covers all the expenses of the group leader (if from the target region) related to travel and accommodation as well as provides him/her with all the benefits a CRC participant receives (book allowance, stipend). The expenses of the rest of the group should be covered through a matching funds scheme which will be individually discussed with the groups.

Note: CRC Fall 2011 sessions are planned to be announced by 1st May, 2011.
ELIGIBILITY:

All CRC Applicants need to teach courses (at least part-time) at accredited higher education institutions, and have good command of English, both written and spoken, to actively participate in workshops, training sessions and roundtables, as well as to use resource materials available at CEU.

Funding:

CRC fully funds the participation of those eligible applicants who are citizens of our target region: former Soviet Union, Mongolia, South-Eastern Europe. Citizens of EU member states are welcome to attend our sessions but need to cover their travel to and accommodation in Budapest from external funding. 
· In case of Open House, Course Innovation and Topical Issues in Curriculum Development types of session Participation of more than one faculty member from the same department is possible, but CRC covers the costs of only one faculty member. For this reason matching funds need to be secured by the sending department or university to cover travel and accommodation for the extra participants. 
· In case of Departmental Curriculum Development type of session for information see the relevant section.
Funding for those applicants who have already participated in a fully funded CEU faculty oriented program is available under the following conditions:

· Within a four year period one is entitled to receive full funding for two of our programs. However, it is possible to apply for a third time in four years for a fully funded program, in which case the applicant needs to attach to the application form a short justification of his/her intention.

· As a general rule, within one academic/calendar year one can not receive funding from two CEU faculty-oriented programs. Participants of SUN are exempted from this rule. 

· Applicants who wish to re-apply for the same type of CRC session (Open House, Course Innovation or Topical Issues in Curriculum Development) should attach to the application form a short justification of their intention. Priority in the selection of participants will be given to newcomers. 

· The above restrictions only apply for those who receive full funding from CEU. Applicants who are able to pay for their participation (to cover travel and accommodation) or receive external funding are eligible to apply to all our programs with no restriction.
