Assuming a close relation
between the humanities and social sciences, the agenda of the Congress includes an
examination of this division, as well as the interchange between scholarly reflection and
public socio-cultural initiatives. We particularly invite participants to examine from any
perspective the roles socio-humanistic studies have played and might continue to play
in shaping socio-cultural transformations in the region.

The International Association for the Humanities (MAG) was founded in 2007 by
advisers of the Humanities Programme in Belarus, Russia and Ukraine, which was
organized by the American Council of Learned Societies with support from the
Carnegies Corporation of New York.

Chernobyl: Why Did it Happen, and What Can We Learn from the World’s Worst
Nuclear Disaster?

In his lecture, Serhii Plokhii draws on his earlier research to discuss the flaws of the Soviet
nuclear industry, tracing the Chernobyl disaster to the authoritarian character of Communist
party rule, the regime’s control of scientific information, and its emphasis on economic
development over all else. The Chernobyl accident took place as a result of a turbine test that
went wrong. But its deeper causes should be sought in two major flaws of the Soviet nuclear
program coming together. The first was the militarization of the country’s economy: the
Chernobyl-type reactors were an adaptation of reactors created to produce nuclear bombs. The
second flaw was the violation of procedures and safety rules on the part of the operational
personnel, who inherited the reckless attitude that characterized the first decades of the Soviet
nuclear program and resulted in numerous accidents.

Chernobyl triggered a dramatic change in the Soviet society. The policy of glasnost, or
openness, which gave the media and citizens the right to discuss political and social problems
and criticize the authorities, influencing the government policy toward nuclear energy. The
economic collapse of the 1990s all but ended the involvement of the society in the process of
the decision making in the area of nuclear energy. Not only the RBMK reactors are still in
operation today, but many of the flaws of the Soviet system of management of the nuclear
energy continue till today, making the possibility of another nuclear accident more than less
likely. The post-Soviet societies should look at Chernobyl not only as the tragedy of the past but
also a warning against the similar tragedies of the future.

Thirty years after the USSR collapse scholars and commentators still continue operating with
the terms ‘post-Soviet’, ‘post-socialist’, ‘post-communist’, etc. The terms having spatial,
temporal, and ideological connotations are used as explanatory models (rather than analytical
tools) in the discussions on politics and economics, society and culture, identity and memory in
the former Soviet republics. Such discussions tend to emphasize ‘Soviet heritage’ and a
transitory status/condition of all the issues considered. Our speakers propose a different —
analytical — perspective on a seemingly familiar topic. Thereby, they raise a terminological issue:
on the usage and meaning of the common ‘post’-terms and their possible alternatives. They
also address those aspects of post-1991 changes that are not as frequently addressed in
relevant discussions: on service economy, post-industrial developments, on the transformation
of gender relations, and on generational changes. Finally, they suggest considering and making
sense of the changes in the region from a global perspective.

DEVELOPING DIGITAL HUMANITIES IN RUSSIA AND BEYOND: PERSPECTIVES AND
TRAJECTORIES

Literature and history are fields with prominent voices, art history, film studies, archaeology, and
anthropology form recognizable disciplinary clusters within the international discourse as well.
Since the mid-20th century, “area studies” have offered their own interdisciplinary organizing
principle for drawing together scholars who work with a variety of materials and approaches.
The emergence of digital humanities tools and methodologies has provided an opportunity for
rethinking the collaborative landscape for various scholars in humanities. For Russian scholars,
however, any effort to develop a community around digital humanities is compounded by the
comparatively small overall size of the field. Indeed, while there have been efforts to run digital
humanities centers, launch several Digital Humanities Master programs, the work of sustaining
the group has fallen on a couple of people, as there is not enough of a critical mass to spread
around the necessary but time-consuming work of cultivating and growing the group.
Meanwhile, the community grows fast in Russia and beyond and explores all opportunities DH
brings into humanities research and projects for the sake of better understanding society and
culture in Russia and globally. This panel brings together Russian scholars and Slavists whose
research, teaching, and infrastructure development is shaped by engagement with colleagues
who applying digital methods and tools to their research. In addition to presenting highlights of
their own work, panel participants will reflect on the ways in which digital humanities provides a
different organizing principle for their scholarly networks, teaching facilities and share their
understanding on how to build a stronger Digital Humanities community in Russia and beyond.

Community development is influenced by internal factors and external environment. External
intellectual centers undeniably affect the lives of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania (GDL). Magnat's
youth, middle class elite and leaders of various Christian denominations received higher
education at universities in Italy, Germany, the Netherlands and Poland. Young gentry studied in
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military affairs in the European theaters of war, journeyman's and merchants saw cultural and
economic practices, and brought with them the theoretical and practical skills, technology and
fashion from Europe. Through the education network created by the European monastic orders
and protestants ministers in the lands of GDL knowledge and intellectual practices of European
culture took place in Belarus, and it changed the local culture and conditions of daily life. Based
on the tradition of Roman and European law and the codification, legal system of the GDL has
become one of the most advanced not only in the region but also throughout Europe. Norms of
humanistic culture and theoretically proposed European philosophers of the Renaissance idea
of personal responsibility, equality before the law, tolerance, self-governance and right to fight
against tyranny, have become part of binding on the state political practices. Conflicts and
ointments with local traditions and realities in the introduction of the ""news"" helped to enrich
the culture of the whole of Europe.

Why do researchers still find it interesting to discover worlds of late Soviet
dissent? Why do some people (usually public persons) prefer to portray themselves as former
dissidents even if they were not? What digital transformation changes in this interplay of 'facts'
and imagination?

Our discussion would be centered around current historiographical trends on the booming field
of global history. We are going to focus our attention not only on conceptualizations of the global
turn by such historians as late Georg Iggers (Buffalo, N.Y.), Akira Iriye (Cambridge, Mass.),
Hervé Inglebert (Paris), Sebastian Conrad (Berlin), Igor lonov (Moscow), Sanjay
Subrahmanyam (Los Angeles), Serge Gruzinski (Paris), but more on the practical attempts to
implement the achievements of the global turn in recent multi-volume and multi-authored “world
histories”. BcemupHas uctopusi, B 6-tn TT., m. ped. A. O. YybapbaH (M.: Hayka, 2011-2017);
Cambridge World History, 7 vols, in 9 books, gen. ed. Merry E. Wiesner-Hanks (Cambridge:
Cambridge University Press, 2015); Geschichte der Welt / History of the World, 6 vols. planned,
parallel ed. in German and English (Minchen: Beck; Cambridge, Mass.: Harvard University
Press, 2012—[2017]). Our aim is to locate the place of current global turn in the contemporary
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historiographical situation with its paradoxical combination of the demand to “decentralize”
historical writing (first of all, to overcome Eurocentrism) and the parallel “Anglo-Americanization”
of scholarship, discuss possibilities for new global history syntheses after the intensive critique
of teleological conceptions, “metanarratives”, and stereotypes of the past four decades.

THE "WAR" AND THE "PEACE" ACROSS POST-IMPERIAL RUSSIA, 1917-1922

This panel addresses the issues of ideological manifestations during the Russian Revolution
and Civil War, covering the period from 1917 to 1922, by focusing on interconnections between
political languages and practices. They analyze the agendas and repertoires of political
institutions and propaganda press of belligerent sides of the conflicts beyond the Reds-Whites
divide, pointing to their complexity and variety. Papers examine discursive practices of
constructing images and meanings of "war" and "peace" in the context of military and political
violence, both of "top-down" and grassroots origin. The participants are expected to highlight the
importance of comparative approach to Russian post-imperial political culture.

The panel reports are devoted to the different gestures of working through the past in the
situation of a changing world. The participants of the panel analyze the contemporary situation,
which demonstrates the failure of all the “recipes” of orientation in everyday life. The finishing of
Modern and Post-Modern projects reveals the sense hiatus, the new dangers entails the new
apprehensions and fears. As Aleida Assmann noted, we can fix the contemporary person’s
basic fear of the future. At the same time, the efforts of working through the past appeared
insufficient — the historical conflicts appear to be the sources of new waves of aggression in the
contemporary world. The double fear of past and future tears the contemporary person. In this
situation it is impossible to use the common recipes in individual life projects. Now we can
observe the interesting cases of sense’s building in space between past and future — in both
individual and collective efforts. The panel's participants present the different sides of the
phenomenon of overcoming the dangers of the past and fear of the future. All the analyzed
cases reveal the intention for the future in situation of peering into the past. The healing of the
wounds of the past are the common background of the presented materials. We analyze the
institutional cases of societies’ reconciliation at the face of the reciprocal evil in the past; the
message of a Holocaust survivor towards reconciliation in future; the oral history practices in
times of perplexity (seeking for the toehold); the commemorative artistic practices, based on
effect of present’s breaking into past and future.

HISTORICAL NARRATIVES IN BELARUS AND RUSSIA: CONSTRUCTING, USING,
PERCEIVING // WCTOPUYECKUE HAPPATUBbI B BEJIAPYCU U POCCUM:

After the collapse of the USSR, the newly independent states began to promote their particular
versions of history, including those of the common Soviet and pre-Soviet past, as a base for
identity construction. Once shared historical narratives started diverging while within each state
various memory actors entered a competition for public attention and dominant positions in
public space. The papers presented at the proposed session are considering memory politics
and its outcomes in the post-Soviet space. Taking Russia and Belarus as cases, we are looking
at memory politics’ strategies pursued by various memory actors: historians, church intellectuals
etc. The following question to pose is how those memory strategies are perceived by the public,
what sources, actors and representations succeeded and have impact on historical awareness
and public attitudes? The session papers use research methods of two disciplines: history and
sociology, both qualitative and quantitative, and are striving to encompass various aspects of
the process.

Military events have always been specific places of memory since they tend to be used by
nationalists and authoritarian regimes to glorify the past thus fostering conflict between
contested collective memories. While cultivating the memory of "The Great Patriotic War" in
Belarus and Russia has a long tradition and has produced well-established myths such as "The
heroic defense of the Brest fortress”, the armed conflict in the east of Ukraine brought to public
life formerly marginal stories, e.g. the battle of Orsha, 1514. This panel provides an insight into
how military events of the past ranging from early modern to contemporary period have been
represented in public discourse and popular culture recently, how old myths are being
challenged and new one’s are being shaped in Russia, Ukraine and Belarus. We are also going
to explore the role and the limits of historians' expertise in construction and deconstruction of
popular images of the past.

TEACHING PHILOSOPHY |IN CONTEMPORARY MASS UNIVERSITY /I KAK
NMPENOOABATb ®UITOCO®PUKO B COBPEMEHHOM MACCOBOM YHUBEPCUTETE?
Philosophy is an obligatory course in Russian post soviet higher education institutions, thereby
every student regardless of his or her professional and disciplinary preferences has to study it. It
makes teaching philosophy a strange type of pedagogical activity. The teacher must not only
invent a rationale to study it for the students who have never had chosen it, but also has to forge
methods to transmit this knowledge, quite abstract and bound with tradition. It is often unclear
for the students why they ever must learn this seemingly unpractical knowledge. A teacher
knows that students might profit quite a lot from philosophy. However it is a truly complicated
task to demonstrate this, turning philosophy courses into a resource for personal intellectual
growth. It is also important not to lose mutual connection with world intellectual traditions that in
fact makes philosophy a very special subject to study. In the section, we shall discuss existing
approaches to effective teaching, including ‘critical thinking’, close reading, statement creation
techniques, etc. The section’s participants are teaching philosophy in universities of different
types, so the section gives a unique possibility not only to discuss their various approaches but
also to compare state of affairs in different institutions as well as explore limitations along with
possibilities that emerge from these particular circumstances.

VILNIA — WILNO - VILNIUS: THE TRANSFORMATION OF THE CITY SPACE ON THE
CROSSROADS OF CULTURES /I BUIbHA — WILNO - VILNIUS: TPAHC®APMALDbIA
NMPACTOPbLI TOPALLY HA CYTbIKY KYJIbTYP

Vilnius is a unique city in our region, which is a cultural legend and sacred place for several
neighboring nations. Vilnius became the Balto-Slavic contact zone, as well as
space-confessional competition and cooperation. In our region, in Europe, examples of these
cities, which would have similar social and cultural structure, have not so much. The aim of the
panel is to reconceptualize and reinterpret the shared historical and cultural legacy of the
Central and Eastern European nations on the example of pre-modern Vilnia/Wilna/Vilnius. For a
long period of time this “Northern Jerusalem” existed on the border of two civilizations — Western
Latin and Eastern Byzantine, and it still remains a significant topos of memory for contemporary
Belarusians, Lithuanians, Poles, Russians and Ukrainians. The speakers and participants of the
discussion will focus their attention on the “Civitas Ruthenica” phenomenon — spatial and
topographical terrain set up by the “people of Greek faith” on the banks of Vilnia and Neris far
back in the 13th century. From the sociological perspective of Pierre de Saint-Jacob, it was a
special “cultural glade” which underwent external political, economic and religious influences
and, at the same time, had its own impact on the motley ethno-confessional community of the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania (GDL) — Catholics, Orthodox, Protestants, Uniates, Jews, and, to
some extent, Muslims. The basis for “Civitas Ruthenica” was the spiritual jurisdiction of the
Kyivan (Kyiv-Vilnia) Metropolitan which encompassed the Dormition Cathedral, as well as the
network of Christian Eastern Rite sacred places (churches and monasteries), cultural and
educational institutions within the Magdeburg part of the city. These hubs of Ruthenians formed,
according to Jlirgen Habermas, a commonly shared Public Space within which city residents,
nobility and clergy were part of the representative public sphere for demonstrative manifestation
of their values (ethos) and their impact on the community.

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MAG CODE OF CONDUCT

The MAG Congress is convened for the purposes of professional development and scholarly
and educational interchange in the spirit of free inquiry and free expression. Speakers are asked
to frame discussions as openly and inclusively as possible and to be aware of how language or
images may be perceived by others. Chairs of panels and senior scholar participants are asked
to help create an environment free from unacceptable behaviors. Attendees are reminded that
all professional academic ethics and norms apply as standards of behavior and interaction at
the congress.

Behaviors that do not promote this goal and are therefore unacceptable include:

1. Sexual or physical assault, or real or implied threats of assault

2. Harassment or intimidation based on race, age, physical appearance, gender identity and
expression, sexual orientation, ethnicity, citizenship status, country of origin, social class,
physical and sensory abilities, neurodiversity, academic or professional status, political
perspective, field of study, and religion

3. Sexual harassment or intimidation, including unwelcome sexual attention, stalking (physical
or virtual), or unsolicited physical contact, as well as making sexist remarks or displaying sexist
materials for purposes other than research

4. Shouting down, threatening, putting down, persistently interrupting, or talking over speakers
5. Retaliating against a complaint of misconduct

All attendees of the congress are expected to abide by the code of conduct in all convention
venues, including online venues, ancillary events, and official and unofficial convention-related
social events. Attendees may exercise their option to leave a session or a conversation at any
time. Attendees asked to stop a hostile or harassing behavior are expected to comply
immediately. Any physical assault or threats of physical assault should be reported to the local

police department.

The scope of potential sanctions may include the following which may be imposed individually
or in combination:

1. Written warning that the violator cease their conduct

2. Suspension of the violator from the congress or any on-going MAG responsibilities or
appointments

3. Barring the violator from assuming any future governance positions within MAG

4. Revoking the violator's MAG membership
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
